Selection of the best practice in each area will be made by a team of your peers in a
blinded review. We therefore ask that you do not include facility names in the abstract
description or presentation title. Applicants will be notified of our selection decisions by
November 19, 2010.

While we recognize successful quality improvement endeavors are a team effort, those
applicants selected for presentation must select only one primary presenter who will
represent your team’s work at our Conference. This primary presenter will receive one
free night at our host hotel, an invitation to our Faculty Welcome Dinner, free registration
to the Annual Conference (not inclusive of pre-conference programs) and reimbursement
for pre-approved travel expenses. If selected to present, you will need to confirm your
attendance by December 1.

This is an exciting time in healthcare. Many of you are blazing new trails, which will
benefit the thousands of patients we all touch in some way each year. We look forward
to receiving your application and learning from you!
