We are facing great changes and challenges in healthcare quality now and in the next few years.  FAHQ hopes to put the many initiatives, regulatory changes and accreditation issues we face into perspective in our 2012 Annual Conference, Embracing the Future:  Aligning with the National Strategy for Quality Improvement.  Using the framework provided in the Report to Congress:  The National Strategy for Quality Improvement in Health Care, the Conference will host a mix of invited and ‘selected’ speakers (‘selected’ from our Call for Abstracts), to help provide sufficient breadth and depth of information on issues facing us now and in the near future.  Our goal is to provide information on key issues by experts in the field, followed by presentations (identified by this Call for Abstracts) which showcase successful practices which have improved the quality or efficiency of patient care in these same areas.





The FAHQ 2012 Annual Conference will be held May 1-4, 2012, in Orlando, Florida.  The application to present your work at our Annual Conference is included below. The application gives you the option of submitting work which falls into any of seven categories.   Each application should include outcome data which establishes this work as a “Best Practice”.  Six months of outcome data is strongly preferred.   All applications must be postmarked or emailed no later than October 24, 2011 for consideration.





Selection of the best practice in each area will be made by a team of your peers in a blinded review. We therefore ask that you do not include facility names in the abstract description or presentation title (second page of the application).  Applicants will be notified of our selection decisions no later than November 28, 2011.   





While we recognize successful quality improvement endeavors are a team effort, those selected for presentation at the Conference must select only one primary presenter who will represent your team’s work at our Conference.   This one primary presenter will receive one free night at our host hotel, an invitation to our Faculty Welcome Dinner, free registration to the Annual Conference (not inclusive of pre-conference programs) and reimbursement for pre-approved travel expenses. If selected to present, you will need to confirm your attendance by December 5.





This is an exciting time in healthcare.  Many of you are blazing new trails, which will benefit the thousands of patients we all touch in some way each year.   We look forward to receiving your application and learning from you!

Selected applicants will be required to confirm their presence at the Conference by signing the speaker contract, which includes current credentials and employer,   and provision of a resume, by December 5, 2011.

CRITERIA for Application:


1.  Presentation must demonstrate a best practice, as evidenced by outcome measures.  Application must include a 


     statement as to why this is a “best practice”





2.  Outcome measures must be presented in application, preferably collected for no less than six months.





3.  Presentation time for the different categories is indicated next to each category.  Please be sure your    presentation meets these standards.





4.  Innovative ideas are welcome, so we do not require national benchmarking for your results, only a measure of 


    before and after outcomes.





5.  Materials must reflect one of the practice areas listed on page two of this application.
